Laoise (pronounced “lee-sha”) is an Irish girl’s 
name meaning “the radiant one.” Our Laoise 
Vineyard Chardonnay is planted on a small 
southeast facing hillside, where the cool nights 
and days allow for the perfectly balanced ripening 
of Chardonnay grapes, with wholesome notes of 
apple cider, and mellow flavors of peach juice and 
pineapple. This medium bodied wine is both full 
and round with an intriguing acidic backbone.

Delightful now, the wine will gain complexity 
over the next year and reach its apogee in 
2022-2023.
